Year End Final Project
Annotated Bibliography
Overview
Your final project is an annotated bibliography based on an extensive and careful search of the scholarly literature about a topic or issue of concern to the science class you are currently enrolled (Chemistry, Biology or Physics) that has been the subject of fairly extensive scholarly research. You will find that the general skills and knowledge that you gain from doing this project will be useful in your future coursework as you continue through high school and on through college. Knowing how to search various databases, internet, books, and identify appropriate resources are key in the advanced courses and a useful skill to add to any student’s skill set. Knowing how to organize information resources and synthesize the information they contain – in a review of the literature or some other kind of report—will help in term papers and projects in a variety of classes.

This culminating project applies the skills and knowledge you learn over the last two quarters, which means that you should be working on the project over the entire semester. There will be a number of opportunities to address specific issues, such as identifying appropriate sources, deciding whether the great article you found qualifies as “scholarly,” and learning how to format your bibliographic entries. You’ll have an opportunity to get feedback on your proposed topic and to submit sample annotations for review and evaluation. 
Components of the Final Project
Title Page including your name and date.
b. Discussion section (Max 2000 words). 
· Introduction including the purpose and scope of the bibliography.
· Description of the topic/issue.
· Discussion of your findings – a “mini-review of the literature” based on your selected 12-20 articles.
c. Bibliography of 12-20 sources with the following critical annotations 
· Citation (either APA or MLA)
· Abstract or annotation – If this is taken directly from the article, that should be noted
· Location where you found the article:  Book, internet, database, interview, etc.
· Reason for choosing the article and why it is relevant and related to the topic
· Why this article is considered scholarly
d. Concluding personal statement of what you learned from this assignment (Max 500 words.) 
Minimum Source Requirements
You must have a minimum of 12 sources and a maximum of 20 sources.  
The sources must contain one article from all of the following locations:
· Internet (separate from IPL)
· Book
· IPL
· Database
· Encyclopedia
· Library (recommendation from a person, chat, e-mail, or phone)
